The Cambridge Advanced International Certificate of Education (AICE) Program (code: SAHSAICE) offers a rigorous international
curriculum and examination system which emphasizes the value of broad and balanced study for academically advanced
students. Students earn college credit for passing scores on each AICE exam. The AICE Diploma Award is a group certificate
which requires students to pass seven AICE exams, with one from each of four curriculum areas: Mathematics and Sciences,
Languages, Arts and Humanities, and Global Perspectives.
