Internship/Work Experience Recommendations

Career Academy students may apply for summer internships after their junior year. Example job titles include: childcare aid, teacher aid, camp counselor, or library aid. Fourth-year students will also complete a 50-hour internship during the school year

in a SJCSD school of his/her choice.
